The Water Division Distribution Crew is responsible for 

installing and repairing water mains, fire hydrants, 

water service lines and valves as well as maintaining 

other equipment and structures.  The Distribution Crew 

also installs, changeout and test water meters. 

The Water Division Distribution Crew performs annual 

water main flushing within the Town typically between 

April and November. Flushing of a water main is 

accomplished by opening a hydrant valve sufficiently to 

facilitate a flow of water to remove harmless deposits 

of accumulated rust and sediment from the water main.

SODIUM NOTICE 

Connecticut Public Health Code Regulation 19-13-

B102 has established the maximum permissible 

level for the sodium content in a public drinking 

water supply as 28 milligrams of sodium per liter* 

of water. This figure was based on the 

recommendation of the American Heart 

Association for persons on sodium restricted or low 

salt diets. 

This regulation requires that water utilities notify 

consumers when this standard is being exceeded.  

The reason for notification is so that consumers on 

low or restricted sodium diets may take into 

account their sodium intake from drinking water. 

This information will aid the physician in 

determining a proper diet. 

Annual tests of Wallingford Water Division’s Well 

#1 Supply showed levels of 29.8 mg/l of sodium.  

This exceeds the standard. 

The actual concentration of sodium in your drinking 

water will vary with the operation of that source 

and its mixture with other supplies in our 

distribution system.  On average less than 0.3% of 

the Division’s monthly supply comes from Well #1. 

The Wallingford Water Division will continue to 

monitor the sodium level in these supplies and our 

customers will be notified as necessary. 

  

*one liter = approximately one quart 
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Ingredients: 

 2/3 Cup Wheat Flour 

 1 Egg 

 3 Ounces Drained Tuna (No Salt Added) 

 1 Tablespoon Tuna Water (No Salt Added) 

 1-2 Tablespoon Flour 

 Instructions: 

1. Preheat oven to 350°F. 

2. In a food processor blend, tuna, water and egg. 

3. Add in flour and mix well. 

4. Pour dough onto floured surface and roll out with a rolling pin until about 1.8 

inches thick (or height of two quarters). 

5. Cut dough into small shapes or pieces using a cookie cutter, knife or your 

preferred method. 

6. Place pieces on a lined cookie sheet with space between them to expand. 

7. Bake for 15 minutes or until they puff up and turn golden. 

8. Allow to cool after removing from oven and then place in an airtight container.

The water distribution system is comprised of 19 zones that are flushed 

annually.  Flushing of one zone typically takes about one week, weather 

permitting, unless it is stated otherwise in the notice.   

A notice is posted in the Record-Journal usually at the beginning of the 

week flushing is to be performed.  You may also obtain this information by 

telephoning the Water Division office or by watching Government Access 

Cable Channel 20.

The Water Division and the Sewer Division each have openings for 2024 Summer Help.  The Water 

Division has 2 Summer Help positions available, and the Sewer Division can support 1 Summer 

Help position, focusing on support in the Water and Sewer Divisions state-certified laboratory.  

Duties with the Water Division may include grounds maintenance at various water facilities 

including watershed lands; building maintenance, such as painting and cleaning; and supporting 

the Treatment Plant, Distribution Crew and/or the Watershed Crew; and other assigned duties. 

General duties with the Sewer Division include building maintenance; light plant maintenance; 

grounds maintenance at sewer pump stations and at the wastewater treatment plant, and clearing 

sewer rights-of-way of brush and debris; as well as other assigned duties assisting operations 

and/or laboratory staff.
